Prior to your visit, please complete the questionnaire and bring it with you to your first appointment.  You also must have your medical records from previous physicians and hospitals sent to us before your visit.  Complete and send a “Release of Medical Records” for each doctor and/or hospital which has provided healthcare relating to your fertility.  Do this as soon as possible to endure that we receive your records before we see you.

A wide range of services are offered, including complete male and female infertility evaluations and treatments.  We understand that infertility can be very difficult to deal with.  We try to help you with the emotional aspects as well as physical components.  We offer support group meetings through the year.

Our specialized laboratory and sperm bank offers routine and advance tests to help diagnose infertility.  In addition, the laboratory can prepare semen for artificial insemnination and can provide long-term storage of semen.
