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Information about Becoming a Program Sperm Donor

Eligibility:

1.
You  must be 20 – 35 years of age

2.
Currently in college, have taken college coursework, equivalent trade school coursework, or military service.
3.
Live in the Columbia area and plan to live here for at least the next 2 years

4.
Committed to helping childless patients.  Serving as a sperm donor should be viewed as helping patients, similar to blood donation
Basic Information:

1.
Your identity and all test results will be kept confidential to the best of our ability
2.
It takes about a month to qualify due to a series of tests; you will not be compensated during this screening process


3.
For each test, you will e-mail for results and make an appointment for the next test

4.
Less than 10% of those beginning screening will qualify as a program donor

Screening Process: 

1. Come in to our Center for a brief interview with Dr. Erma Drobnis to be informed of the program requirements
2. During this visit, you will collect your first semen specimen to determine if your sperm concentration is high and your sperm survive freezing.  You may have completely normal semen and fertility, but still not be suitable to serve as a donor.
3. Second visit to examine another semen specimen

4. In-depth questionnaire to take home and fill out 
5. Appointment with Social Worker 

6. Appointment with Medical Genetics specialist

7. Blood draw to test for various infectious and genetic diseases

8. Physical examination by our Urologist
Donor Responsibilities:

1.
Report everything asked of you honestly

2.
Keep your participation confidential

3.
Abstain from ejaculation for 2-3 days before donating each specimen

4.
Set up appointments for collection at least one day ahead of the time

5.
Be punctual for all appointments
Compensation: 

After screening is complete, program donors are compensated for each semen specimen 

$35-$60 depending on sperm numbers.  This is in compensation for the time and inconvenience involved.  

Getting Started:

· To begin screening, you will make an appointment to come in and meet with Dr. Drobnis and give your first specimen for evaluation.  E-mail us (info@fertilitymissouri.com) to make an appointment.

· Our Center is located in the Keene Medical Building, just North of Columbia Regional Hospital.  Use the Keene Medical Building entrance, go in the front door and take the elevator to the 2nd floor, then follow the signs to suite 203.
· Appointments are available Tuesday and Thursday afternoon, 1-5 pm.  Other appointment times can be arranged.Remember you must abstain from ejaculation for 2-3 days prior to this visit.
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
